Pcople in rural arcas gencrally have less access 10 healtheare than their urban
counlerparts. Fewer medical practitioners, mental health programs and healthearce
[acilitics in these arcas olicn mean less preventalive care and longer response times in
cmergencics. The lack of healtheare workers has resulled in vnconventional wavs ol
delivering healtheare to rural dwellers, including medical consuliations by phong or
internet as well ag mobile preventative care and treatment programs, There have been
increased efforts to attract health professionals to isolated locations, such as increasing
the number of medical students from rural areas and improving financial incentives for
rural practices. Canadians living in rural areas and small towns have access to half as
many physicians (1 per 1000 residents} as their urban counterparts. On average, these
individuals have to travel five times the distance (an average of 10 km) to access these
services. They also have fewer specialized health care services such as dentists, dental
surgeons, and social workers. One study found ambulance service was available in
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only 40% ol the seleeted sites, blood and urine testing services in one third ol the sites,
and only onc of the 19 siles had nconatal services. Nursing service had reduced (rom
26.3% in 1998 to 21)1% in 2005.

The gap in services is due. in part. to the focus of funding on higher-population
areas. In China only 10% of the rural population have medical insurance, compared
with 50% of urban residents. Only 20% of the government's public health spending
coes to the rural health system. which served 70% of the Chinese population. In the
United States, between 1990 and 2000, 228 rural hospitals closed, leading to a
reduction of 8,228 hospital beds.

The Outhack is the wvast, remote interior of Australia. It is more remote than those
arcas named "the bush”, which include any location cutside the main urban arcas.
While often envisaged as being arid. the Outback regions extend from the northern
1o southern Australian coastlines and encompass a number of climatic zongs,
including tropical and monsoonal climates in northern areas. arid areas in the ‘red
centre’” and semi-arid and temperate climates in southerly regions.

Capitalizing on the lack of pasture
improvement and absence of lertilizer and pesticide usce, many Outback pastoral
properties are certified as organic livestock producers. In 2014, 17,000,000 hectares,
