PASSAGE 1:

Whereas the [ramian platean did not experience the rise of an urban, literate civilization
in the late 4th and early 53rd millennia on the Mesopotamian pattern, lowland
Khiizestan did. There Clamite civilization was centered. Geographically, LElam
included more than Khizestan: 11 was a combinaltion ol the lowlands and the
immediate highland areas to the north and east. Elamite strength was based on an
ability to hold these various areas together under a coordinated government that
permitted the maximum interchange of the natural resources unique to each region.
‘T'raditionally this was done through a federated governmental structure.

Closcly related to that form of government was the llamite system of inheritance
and powcer disiribution. The normal patlern of govermmenl was that ol an overlord
ruling over wvassal princes. In earliest times the overlord lived inSusa, which
functioned as a federal capital. With him ruled his brother closest in age. the viceroy,
who usvally had his seat of government in the native city of the currently ruling
dvnasty. ‘This viceroy was heir presumptive to the overlord. Yet a third official, the
regent or prinee ol Susa (the district), shared power with the overlord and the vieeroy.
He was usually the overlord’s son or, if ne son was available, his nephew. On the
death of the overlord, the viceroy becamme overlord. The prince of Susa remained in
office. and the brother of the old viceroy nearest to him in age became the new
viceroy. Only if all brothers were dead was the prince of Susa promoted to viceroy,
thus cnabling the overlord 1o name his own son (or nephew) as the new prinec ol Susa.

[ran’s wildlife includes leopards, bears. hyenas, wild boars, ibex, gavelles, and
moullons, which live in the wooded mountains. Jackals and rabbiis are common in the
country’s intcrior. Cheelahs and pheasants are [ound in the Casplan region, and
partridges live in most parts of the country. Aquatic birds such as seagulls. ducks, and
geese live on the shores of the Caspian Sea and the Persian Gulf, while buzzards nest
in the desert. Deer, hedgehogs. foxes. and 22 species of rodents live in semidesert,
high-clevation regions, Palm  squirrcls and  Asiatic  black bears arc  found
in Baluchistan, Tigers once inhabiled the lorests ol the Caspian region bul arc now
extinel.

Studies made in Khiizestin province and the Baluchistan region and along the
slopes of the Elburz and Zagros mountains have revealed the presence of a remarkably
wide variety of amphibians and reptiles. Examples are toads, frogs. tortoises. lizards,
salamanders, racers, rat snakes, cat snakes, and vipers.

Some 200 varictics of fish live in the Persian Gull, as do shrimps, lobslers, and
turtles. Sturgeon, the most important commercial lish, 15 onc of 30 specics found in the
Caspian Sea. [t constitutes a major source ot export income tor the povernment. in the
production of caviar. Mountain trout abound in small streams at high elevations and in
rivers that are not seasonal.

The government has cstablished wildlile sancluarics such as the Bakhicgan
Wildlile Reluge, Tirdn Protected Arca, and Golestdin National  Park.

PASSAGE 3:

A serics ol massive, heavily croded mountain ranges surrounds Iran’s high intcrior
basin. Most ot the country is above 460 meters, with one-sixth of it over 1,980 meters.
In sharp contrast are the coastal regions outside the mountain ring. In the nerth a strip
400 miles long bordering the Caspian Sea and never more than 70 miles wide (and
frequently narrower) talls sharply from 3,000-metre summits to the marshy lake’s
cdge, some 30 meters below sea level, Along the southern coast the land drops away
[rom a 600-mctre platcau. backed by a rugged cscarpment three times as high, 1o meet
the Persian Gull and the Gull ol Oman.

The Zagros {Zagros) Mountains stretch in a northwest-southeast direction, from
Tran’s borders with Turkey and [raq in the northwest to the Strait of Hormuz in the
southcast, Tarther to the south the range broadens into a band ol parallel ridges 125
miles wide that lics between the plains ol Mcsopolamia and the greal central plalcau ol
Iran. The range 15 drained on the west by streams thal cul deep narrow gorges and
water fertile vallevs. The land is extremely rugged and difficult to access and is
populated largely by pastoral nomads.

The Elburz (Alborz) Mountains run along the south shore of the Caspian Sea to
mect the border ranges ol the Khordsin region 1o the cast. The tallest peak in the chain
is the snow-clad Mount Damavand {Demavend), which is also lran’s highest point.
Many parts of Iran are isolated and poorly surveyed, and the elevation of many of its
peaks are still in dispute: the height of Mount Daméavand 1s generally given as 5,671
meters.
