Transpori innovalion was an essential enabler of tourisim’s spread and democratization and
its ultimate globalization. Beginning in the mid-19th century, the steamship and
the railway brought greater comfort and speed and cheaper travel. in part because fewer
overnight and intermediate stops were needed. Above all else, these innovations allowed
for reliable time-labling, cssential Tor those who were tied o the discipline of the calendar
il nol the ¢lock. The gaps in aceessibilily (o these transport systems were steadily closing
in the later 19th century, while the cmpire ol stcam was becoming global. Railways
promoted domestic as well as international tourisin, including short visits to the coast, cily,
and countryside which might last less than a day but fell clearly into the “tourism™
category. Rail travel also made grand tour destinations more widely accessible,
reinforcing existing tourism tflows while contributing to tensions and clashes hetween
classcs and cultures among the tourists. By the late 19th century, stcam navigation and
railways were opening lourist destinations from Lapland 10 New Zealand, and the latler
opened the first dedicated national tourist office i 1901.

After World War 11, governments becaine interested in tourism as an invisible import
and as a tool of diplomacy, but prior to this time international travel agencies took the lead
in casing the complexitics ol tourist journcys. The mosi [amous ol these agencics
wus Brilain's Thomas  Cook and  Son  organization.  whose  operations  spread
from Curope and the Middle East across the globe in the late 19th century. The role played
by other firms {including the British tour organizers Frame’s and Henry Gaze and Sons)
has been less visible to 21st-century observers. not least because these agencies did not
preserve their records, bul they were equally important. Shipping lings also promoted
inicrnational tourism [rom the late 19ih century onward. From the Norwegian fjords (o
the Caribbean, the pleasure cruise was alrcady becoming a distinelive tourist cxpericnee
belore World War I, and (ransatlaniic companics compeled lor middle-class lourism
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during the 1920s and *30s. Between the World Wars, affluent Americans journeyed by air
and sca 10 a varicly of destinations n the Caribbean and Latin America.

The Airports Council International cstimaies 4.6 billion less passengers in 2020, down
from 9.1 billion in 2019, The TATA expects RPKs to be down by half from 2019 except in
North America. down by 36%; for 5314 billion lower revenues, a 55% fall. "lhe
association forecast air travel to lag economic recovery by up to two vears: air tratfic in
2021 would still be down by 24% from 2019, and a return to 2019 levels would happen
by 2023-2025. By Junc 2020, the JATA was projeciing a collective net loss ol $84.3
billion vearly for Airlines. worse than the S30 billien loss during the financial crisis of
2008-2009, and projects that income will remain negative through 2021.

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and A380. They are replaced with A3350 and Boging 787s, as a surplus of used aircraft is

Onc ol the carlicst dissertations on the subject of teurism is Boorstin’s analysis ol the
pscudo cvent (1964} where he argues thal conlemporary Aincericans cannol expericnec
reality directly but thrive on pseudo events. Isolated from the host environment and the
local people, the mass tourist travels in guided groups and finds pleasure in inauthentic
contrived attractions, gullibly enjoving the pseudo events and disregarding the real world
outside. Over time the images generated of different tourist sights come to constitute a
closed scll-perpetuating system ol illusions which provide the ourist with the basis (or
selecting and evaluating potential places to visit. Such visits are made, says Boorstin,
within the environmental bubble of the familiar American style hotel which insulates the
tourist from the strangeness of the host environment.

To serviee the burgeoning tourist industry, an array of professionals has developed
who atlempt 1o reproduce ever-new objects for the tourist e look al. These objects or
places are locaied in a complex and changing hicrarchy. This depends upon the interplay
between. on the one hand, competition between interests involved in the provision of such
objects and, on the other hand, changing class, gender, and generational distinctions of
taste within the potential population of visitors.
