Anabolic steroids mimic the effects of the male sex hormone testosterone by promoting metabolism and
stimulating growth.

Many people in Germany believe that people with opioid use disorder are to blame for their addiction and do
not want to work closely with them or have them marry into their families. Stigma toward people who use
opioids is correlated with low support for allocating substance use treatment resources and high preference
for punitive policies.
