Facilities management for larger
owners may involve the management of a portfolio of multiple buildings along with
their sites, whether they be contiguously located or distributed across multiple locations.
The management of campuses of facilities located together for a unified purpose, such
as universities, military bases, medical or corporate campuses, and privately owned
developments, may also include the management and operation of physical
infrastructure such as water, wastewater and power, along with the buildings on
campus.

Although individual facility users have their own personal goals and aspirations,
each user is part of the larger organizational ecosystem of the facility’s owner. A key
role of the Facilities Manager (FM) within this ecosystem is to translate the strategic
goals of the larger organization into a physical environment that allows individual users
to contribute to those goals, given their individual attributes, objectives, and constraints.
The FM interacts with the facility’s user base to explain how the facility works, how to
use it, and how it will help users contribute to the organization’s goals. The FM also
incorporates feedback from facility users to calibrate the facility to respond to their
needs.

The City Manager is the latest and, on the whole, the most characteristic element in the
municipal life of the United States. He has his roots in the respect for business methods,
and his opportunity in the difficulties in the way of efficient local government in that
diversified country of many interests.

When, at the turn of the century, the first business schools were founded in the
German-speaking countries, they had an entirely practical orientation. The courses
they offered during the two-year study were intended to increase the general
knowledge of businessmen. The subjects were: economics, law, accounting, and
foreign languages. It took more than a decade before an entire discipline, i.e.
business administration, evolved out of the other issues that the German business
schools dealt with. After this had been systematized, it was first called
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82-

Privatwirtschaftslehre or handelswissenschaft. Later on, it was renamed
Betriebswirtschafislehre (BWL) to omit the odor of sole profit orientation.

The new discipline had to face the problem of not being accepted as a science,
since at German universities, science was traditionally treated as equivalent to
theory (“pure science™), while applied approaches (“techniques’) were regarded as
unscientific. With attempts to gain acceptance in the scientific community,
theoretical approaches increased. However, this was a question at issue since, of
course, German industry still had a need for well-educated managers and practical
advice. Special events like inflation in the early 1920s even led to an increased
need for practical advice. Consequently, applied research continued to be
dominant, while education at German business schools kept its purely practical
orientation, too. Although this controversy on the general orientation of the newly-
established discipline continued during the 1920s, Schmalenbach’s view of BWL
as a “Kunstlehre” (i.e. a technique) became well accepted. Especially
Schmalenbach’s practical approach helped in gaining general public recognition
for the entire discipline, since he succeeded in developing techniques for handling
accounting problems during the inflation period.

Although in Germany, work psychology has a long tradition that goes back to
Wundt’s laboratory for experimental psychology at Leipzig University, which
was-founded in 1879, psychological aspects of management were not taught at
business schools until the 1920s. Whereas in most other countries, changes in the
field of production served as the starting point for modern management, they were
defined as technical problems that technical disciplines like engineering had to
deal with in Germany. As a consequence, technical universities were the first to
include issues of work organization, work psychology and personnel management
into both their curriculum and their research agenda.

The program management office differs from the more common, typical project
management center in at least the following two ways: First, the PMO is focused
on consistency of methods, tools, and practices across all programs within an
organization, as well as consistency of methods, tools, and practices across all
projects that make up a program. Therefore, the PMO encompasses both program
and project management practices. Second, the PMO is focused on business and
strategic success. It’s responsible for defining and measuring program metrics that
measure business goals and ensuring that each program supports and helps to
achieve the strategic objectives of the company.

PMOs are used across a wide array of organizations and industries for
coordinating various types of programs. They can manifest themselves in a wide
spectrum of implementations ranging from an informal community of practice to
a comprehensive, enterprise-level PMO. The appropriate implementation of the
PMO is dependent upon the objectives, complexity, and culture of the specific
firm. Normally, a formal PMO is more useful and cost-effective for larger firms
and is especially beneficial for companies with geographically distributed sites and
teams. Single-site organizations or those with a limited number of product or
service may not warrant the need for a comprehensive and formal PMO. For these
